Available Funding
e There is a total of £24,000 available between April 2017 and April 2019.

o The panel reserves the right not to spend the full amount of funding within each
round and are able to carry over any underspend to the next round.

¢ All Community Chest applications must be supported by at least 2 residents who live
within the Boston Big Local area (predominately PE21 6_ or PE21 8_ - a full list of
valid streets and postcodes can be found on our website
www.bostonbiglocal.co.uk/area).
o BBL residents supporting successful Community Chest applications will be asked to

confirm their name, address and support in the project by signing an Endorsement
Letter.

Reporting

o Successful Community Chest applicants will be asked to submit a summary report
after 6 months of the award date if applying for running costs or at the end of the
project if you are applying for project costs.

o The report will be approved by the Community Chest panel and the panel reserve the
right to ask for any additional information.

e Failure in providing a satisfactory report will mean that any further Community Chest
funding applications will be refused.
