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1.Work undertaken since our last report on 31st March 2022 :-

translated into areas of work.  All members are involved. 

This means the work can be taken to 
different venues and is interactive.

We have had two workshop at The Len Medlock Centre giving members the opportunity to 
continue with their section of the project and to plan the next pieces ready for the making up.
